	We need to keep up the pressure on government to stop subsidising privatisation and ring fence all rents and receipts into council housing. Tenants and trade unions will call on councillors and MPs to sign up the Manifesto for Council housing endorsed by over 250 delegates from 59 areas at the biggest and broadest DCH conference so far, on 19 March. 
Austin Mitchell and Simon Hughes are among MPs already supporting our Manifesto. 

Government consultation on proposed reform of Council housing finance continues, after Ministers’ admitted council housing allowances are massively underfunded. All the parliamentary parties call for change, and consultation on proposals launched before the election, is running until 6th July. Councils should be consulting tenants and trade unions.
The DCH guide to Questions to Ask on Self Financing will help tenants, trade unions, councillors and MPs respond to the controversial reform proposals.
