Help influence the debate 
The Local Government Association, which represents councils, is holding a debate on the government proposals to reform council housing on 20th October. Your council will probably be sending a representative. Make sure they consult tenants reps, unions and local councillors first! Send your councillors copies of the DCH outline response and ask for a meeting to discuss the local response to the government proposals. 

Respond to the consultation 
As well as influencing your local council it's also vital that as many tenant groups, union branches, local political and community organisations respond to the consultation as possible. You can copy or endorse the DCH outline response alongside your local response. 
At this key moment for the campaign we need to keep up the pressure for fair funding and direct investment. 
Help us demand debt write-off; fully-funded allowances; and no risky self-financing deal based on vague promises of capital grants which might never materialise. We need a mass programme of new council house building; an immediate moratorium on any further privatisation of council housing; and to show good faith, money up-front in this autumn's subsidy detemination.
